theater. Continue on to Mycenae, where 
you will see the tomb of Agamemnon, 
the King of Sparta and the Lion’s Gate. 
This famed place was where the Trojan 
War began. Helen of Sparta fled with 
Paris of Troy creating the epic battle 
best known as the Trojan War. Leaving 
Mycenae, we journey to the modern 
wonder of the Corinth Canal, that 
separates the Gulf of Corinth and the 
Saronic Gulf. Return to Athens later this 
afternoon. (B)
